Please remember that we require at least SOME error analysis and interpretation of the results. Mere descriptions of your systems and results without any anlysis is not sufficient. We hope to see your work contextualised in a relevant review of past work, and welcome efforts to relate the conclusions to (or compare with) other work in the CLEF retrieval community or beyond

Your paper must have been prepared according to the Springer LNCS guidelines (see www.springer.com/lncs under the information for authors) and must be written in good English. Remember that the maximum length for your paper is 8 pages; groups that participated in a number of tracks can submit no more than 1 full paper; their other track reports should be limited to no more than 4 pages maximum.  

Because of their complexity, the QA and ImageCLEF tracks have been recognised as special cases - and the QA main track, AVE and QAST tasks and the ImageCLEFPhoto ans ImageCLEFmed are all recognised as separate tracks/tasks. Thus, to give one example, a group submitting a paper to the main QA task can also submit additional papers to the QAST and AVE tasks.

All papers will be reviewed. You will be informed of any problems and will be requested to prepare the final version and to submit both a pdf version plus all the source files.

PAPERS SHOULD BE SUBMITTED IN PDF FORMAT BY 24 NOVEMBER 2007.
