The Working Notes consist of:

- a set of reports from each group participating in CLEF 2009 describing their experiments

- a set of extended abstracts summarizing the main results of the experiments

For guidelines and formatting instructions see below.

The full Working Notes will be prepared in digital form only and will be posted on the CLEF website one week before the workshop together with the run statistics. 

The printed book of extended abstracts will be distributed at the CLEF workshop  together with USB flash drives containing the entire Working Notes. 
The Working Notes and Book of Abstracts will be assigned ISBN and ISSN numbers (to be communicated).

Both electronic Working Notes and printed Abstracts will be organised according to Tracks.  If your group participated in more than one track, we expect separate reports describing the activity and results for each track – for certain tracks we recommend that you provide separate reports for each task in which you participated.

6. Cross-Language Video Retrieval (VideoCLEF)

7. Intellectual Property (CLEF-IP)

8. Log File Analysis (LogCLEF)

9. Grid Experiments (Grid@CLEF)

Guidelines for Extended Abstracts

The abstract should be no longer than 400 words and should be as complete as possible. It should provide the main details of your experiments and be structured as follows:

Authors

Affiliations

Body of text. This should contain information on:

· tasks performed

· main objectives of experiments

· approach(es) used

· resources employed

· results obtained

This file should be in MS word or txt format. The name of the file should be [last-name-of-first-author-absCLEF2009].type (eg peters-absCLEF2009.txt)

Guidelines for Full Papers
The text of the full papers should respect the following guidelines.

     text size:        16 x 24 cm

     length:           We suggest 10 page maximum but as we are publishing electronically this is not too

     title:               Times 14 pt bold centered

     author(s):       Times 10 pt centered

     abstract:         Times 10 pt justified (abstracts should provide main details of paper, see above)
     ACM Categories and Subject Descriptors: Times 10 pt left aligned

     Free Keywords:    Times 10 pt left aligned

     body text:        Times 10 pt justified

     Section Headings: Times 12 pt bold left aligned

     Emphasis:         Times 10 pt italic
The full paper should of course contain the information requested in the extended abstract – but with more detail and discussion.
