Preparation:

All papers MUST be formatted respecting the Springer guidelines. Please refer to Springer's LNCS webpage www.springer.com/lncs under the information For Authors. 
You MUST ensure that the paper fully respects the Springer guidelines and is written in good English. 
Note that, unlike the Working Notes paper,  Springer does NOT request Subject descriptors, Keywords, etc. Do NOT include them.

Papers that do not meet these conditions will be rejected. I thus advise all authors to have their paper carefully reviewed or proof-read before submission.

Please remember that the CLEF post-workshop Proceedings are different from the Working Notes; they MUST consist of scientific papers and MUST contain high quality content. Thus, they can NOT be a copy of the Working Notes paper but should include further and additional in-depth analyses or considerations. Again, papers that do not meet this criterion or are not of sufficient quality will be rejected. 
In addition:

    - with the exception of track overviews no paper should exceed a maximum of eight printed pages.

    - groups that participated in a number of tracks and/ or tasks should submit no more than 1 full paper per volume; their other track and/or task reports should be limited to no more than 4 pages maximum. This means that if your group participated in AdHoc, CLEF-IP, ImageCLEF and VideoCLEF, you can submit a maximum of 2 full papers and 2 short papers; if you participated in AdHoc, QA, CLEF-IP and LogCLEF, you can submit a maximum of 1 full paper plus 3 short papers.
    - all papers should be track or task specific; in the case of ImageCLEF, the "mixed" subsection will contain the papers of groups participating in more than one image task.
Avoid redundancy. Remember that details of the collections and the tasks will be provided in the Introduction to the volume and in the track overviews. Please do not duplicate this information in your papers but refer to these overviews. You should reference them using the same titles and authors as listed in the CLEF2009 Working Notes unless your track coordinators provides you with different information.

All papers will be reviewed. You will be asked to submit the paper in pdf form for reviewing. The final version of the paper will be requested in both source and pdf formats. The deadline for submission is 30 November 2009.
Important Dates

- 30 November:  submission of paper in pdf format using Easy Chair submission system
- 31 January: feedback from reviewers (Reject / Accept as is / Accept with suggested modifications / Resubmit for second review)
- 15 February: Accepted papers should provide final version (source files and pdf)

- 28 February: Resubmission of papers for which substantial changes have been requested and a second review is necessary.
